The offer of a Nursery place does not signify the offer of a place in the Main Academy. We
are a single form entry Academy, which operates its own nursery. The Academy admission number is 30
children in Reception and the standard number for admission to each year in Key Stage | is 30, with a
maximum and 34 in Key Stage 2.
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Introduction

As an academy, we apply the regulations on admissions fairly and equally to all those who wish to
attend this school. The Schools Admissions Code (2014) sets out statutory guidance for admission
authorities, governing bodies, local authorities, schools adjudicators and admission appeals panels.
As our own admissions authority, our Admissions Policy conforms to the regulations that are set
out in that guidance.

Aims

We seek to be an inclusive school, welcoming children from all backgrounds and abilities.
All applications will be treated on merit and in a sensitive manner.

The only restriction we place on entry is that of number. If the number of children applying for
entry exceeds the places available, we adopt the procedure set out below to determine whether a
child is to be accepted or not. It is our wish for parents to find a place for their child at the school
of their choice. However, this is not always possible due to excess demand on the places available.

A child’s level of ability is irrelevant to this school’s admissions policy; as are any special needs the
child may have.

How parents can apply for their child to be admitted to our school

In the event of oversubscription, the following criteria will apply:

Please note that children with a statement of Education, Health and Care Plans that name a school
must be admitted and this may reduce the number of places available.

I Those children who are looked after by Telford & Wrekin or any other local authority and
children who were previously looked after.

.2 Children who live in the school’s defined catchment area. If places are unavailable for all these

local children, then places will be given first to:

a) those children who will have on the day of admission a brother(s), sister(s), stepbrother(s),
step-sister(s), half-brother(s), half-sister(s) living as a family at the same address and who
attend the school; and then

b) Children whose parents are active members of the local church, by participating in regular
Acts of Worship. (A member of the local clergy may be asked to confirm this information);

) Children of families for whom this is their nearest school.

The Local Authority’s admissions guidance informs parents how to apply for a place at the school
of their choice. Parents have a right to express their preference but this does not in itself
guarantee a place at that particular school. The application should be made online at:

Introduction - Starting School - Telford & Wrekin Council during September/October of the year
prior to the year of entry and should be completed by the date stipulated — usually January of the
following year. The LA will notify parents of places allocated in March/April of the following year.

In Telford & Wrekin, there is only one admission date per year — September.
Oversubscription criteria

If our Academy is oversubscribed, the following priority order will be applied:

I. Looked After Children and previously Looked After children,

2. Children who live in the school’s defined attendance area.

If places are unavailable for all these local children, then places will be given first to:

a) Those children who have exceptional health reasons where there is written medical evidence
that admission to the school is essential for their medical well-being; and then

b) Those children who will have, on the day of admission, a brother(s), sister(s), step brother(s),
step sister(s), half-brother(s) and half-sister(s) living as a family at the same address and who attend

the school; and then

d) Children of families for whom this is their nearest school.

Admission appeals = for entry during the academic year

If we do not offer a child a place at our Academy, this will be because, to do so, would prejudice
the education of other children by allowing the number of children in the school to increase too
much.

If parents wish to appeal against a decision to refuse entry, they can do so by applying to the Local
Authority. An independent panel considers all such appeals and its decision is binding for all parties
concerned. If the appeals panel decides that we should admit a child to whom we had refused a
place, then we will accept this decision and continue to do all we can to provide the best education
for all the children at our school. (For information on how to appeal, go to
www.telford.gov.uk/admissions and follow the link for Appeals.

The planned admission number

The ‘planned admission number’ is the number of children the LA considers the school can
accommodate. The planned admission number for our Academy is 30 in Reception, Year | and
Year 2. The planned admission number for our Academy is 34 in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6. We keep
this number under review and the Governors will apply to change the number if circumstances
change.
